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Hem Your Own Jeans!

Being short, I end up with a lot of pants that are a bit too long. Not a problem, since I can hem my own!

Jeans are simple to hem - just follow these steps and check out the video for some visual help!
For this project you will need:

Jeans
A pair of pants that are the length you like
Scissors
A chalk pencil
A sewing machine and an iron!

1. Start by laying your jeans flat and laying the pants that fit well over them. Line up the top of the waistline and make sure both pairs match up well down the sides.

2. Draw a line at the bottom of the top pair – this is your new hemline! Draw another line 5/8” from that line and then one final line 5/8” from the one you just drew. Cut off this last line!

3. Tuck in fabric to the inside of your pants until the new hemline is where it’s supposed to be. Press with a hot and steamy iron!

4. Flip your jeans right side out and tuck the raw edge of the fabric in toward the crease of the new hemline. Press again and stick some pins in it to hold it before you sew!

5. Repeat on the second leg.

6. Take your jeans to your trusty sewing machine and sew as close as you can to the folded edge you created in step 4. Repeat on the second leg. Helpful tip: use the free arm portion of your machine to make sewing in the round easier (it’s the part that comes off of the machine). 

7. After you’re finished sewing, press one last time – you’re done! Rock those pants that fit!
